(not 10 minutes before)

new barber before your session
Don’t get sunburned before your
session.

LET’S MAKE A PHOTO THAT IS ALL YOU

What makes a great Signature Shot:

Your sport: cleats, stick, glove, racket, jersey, ball, puck
Your instrument: the guitar, trumpet, drums
Your art: a sketchbook, a canvas, the ceramics wheel, the darkroom
Your passion project: your camera, your beekeeping suit, your medals
Your animal: your dog, your OG

If it matters to you, it belongs in your session.



Family and signature shots do not take over the session. Your classic portraits are still the
main event. We save the last few minutes specifically for this, and the result is something

completely different from anything else in your gallery.

Think of it as the exclamation point at the end of the sentence.



One Week Out
□ Haircut (give it a few days to settle before your session)
□ Try on every outfit
□ Steam or press anything that needs it and hang it up
□ Give us a heads-up if your location ideas have changed
□ Optional: Think through your Signature Shot; let us know what you’re

□ All outfits, hung or neatly folded
□ A brush or comb
□ Props or gear for your Signature Shot
□ A water bottle

Once you purchase your digital images, they are yours to print and share.
